PLAYING ORDER
The question of how the playing order should be organized was raised as it was thought that this should be done on a more mixed basis in terms of playing handicaps rather than trying to put like with like. There were a number of points put forward and it was agreed that in future we would try to mix all handicaps up.

The possibility of playing more team competitions was also mentioned.

CHRISTMAS DINNER

This had been provisionally arranged for Oliva Nova and a point was put forward that we should change the venue this year. It was also suggested that we should have different musicians every year as we always had the same ones. This in fact is not the case as we have had only two dinners so far at which different groups have played. It was pointed out that the main reasons for selecting Oliva Nova was the ease of getting to for majority of members  and that the room ideally accommodates our numbers. Finding an alternative venue is not easy as we found last year when we thought Oliva might not be available. It was overwhelmingly agreed that this year’s event would take place at the Albatros (Oliva Nova). 

FIXTURES

The point was made that there were possibly too many away fixtures in this year’s list and that some people by playing every week, would find the cost too expensive. In regard to both points, it was indicated that this year was very much an experimental one and would be reviewed when we came to put 2012 list together later in the year. In regard to cost, it was pointed out that each member has a personal choice as to whether they play every week or continue to play only fortnightly.

This year’s fixture list was initially compiled on a fortnightly basis with 75% of the fixtures at Oliva Nova but when we elected to play weekly, we could not get the number of increased dates we needed at that course because a number had already been booked by other societies and that meant we had an increased number at other courses. It had been circulated to all Founder Members for comment prior to publication.
It was confirmed that we had only limited support for away games and that for 2012 we would probably look at one fixture per month away from Oliva Nova with that, for continuity, being played on the second Friday of each month.

The possibility of changing our playing day to say Thursday had been muted as it may have been easier to arrange ON fixtures but the meeting wished to retain the Friday play day.

PROFESSIONALS
When a professional plays with us, we had adopted the way of the Costa Blanca league in that they played from scratch off the yellow tees. The meeting generally felt that they should be asked to play from the whites and this will be adopted in future. Their ability to play for prizes was also questioned but it was agreed that they should be eligible playing from the whites.
STARTER
It was generally agreed that the starter was really unnecessary and that the giving out of cards could be managed in a different way. In future all of the cards will be handed to one of the players in the first group to take to the first tee. They will take out the cards for their group and then pass the remaining cards to a player in the second group and so on. It is imperative though that all players are at the first tee at a minimum of ten minutes before their allotted tee time.
